e  From Munich, Frankfurt/Main and Dortmund use the A 10 Berliner
Ring then the A 115 Stadtautobahn (city motorway).

e From Hamburg or Rostock use the A 10 then the A 111.

e  From Dresden, Cottbus and Frankfurt/Oder use the A 10 then the
A 115.

Signposting for Messegelande at the A 10 juction Drewitz, Oranienburg,
Schoénefelder Kreuz and Pankow leads directly to the city motorways A111
and A 115 (Avus) und A 100 to motorway junction Funkturm, exit at
Messegelande.

The Messegelande Berlin can be reached in a matter of minutes by car or
taxi from Berlin-Tegel Airport along the Stadtautobahn (city motorway).
